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Abstract

The objective of this research is development of the “Comprehensive Pediatric HIV/AIDS
Care Management™ international course and evaluate its efficiency. The course development
were divided into 4 steps: 1) collection of information regarding the demand for the training course
by using a survey from the respondents, who is HIV/AIDS health care workers and attended the
18" international HIV/AIDS conference at Wienna, Austria; 2 development of topic, content, duration
and methods of weaching for the raining course; 3) an experimental step in which a mock class is organized;
47 evaluation of the training course which compares the knowledge of the trainess before and after taking
the course, their satisfaction with the course and opinions on its suitability. The survey shows that 95. 709
were particularly interested in HIV /AIDS and ST Ds prevention among children and youth. The second most
interesting topic was shown to be “HIV Treatment and Care™. Therefore it was decided 1o develop a new
course on “HIV Treatment and Care™ in children due to the increasing of HIV 7 AIDS epidemic in children
and the International Training Center cn AIDS, TB and STIs (ITC) has already developed HIV/AIDS and
STDs prevention among key population which regularly organize the training. Regarding step 2, the course
objectives, target audience, duration, content and methods of teaching and evaluation were established and
it was decided o emphasize visual aids in the raining sessions. Pertaining to step 3, amock course was held
from 1 o0 5 August 2011, This was attended by 26 health care workers in the HIV/AIDS field from nine
countries who worked with children living with HIV/AIDS. In the evaluation process we found significant
statistical evidence (p — value < 001 ) 1o infer that the rainees had gained knowledge from the training course,
that they were highly satisfied with the course, the content, instructors and teaching materials and the
administration of the course. Finally, we have offered suggestions on how wo continuously improve the course
1o become more efficient, effective and organtzed and how o better evaluate and monitor participants whether
they can apply knowledge and experiences gained from the course o improve their work.
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
