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Abstract

The research study on perception of Thai citizens’ toward Ebola Virus Disease (EVD)
in 2015 aimed to investigate perception of information on EVD. This study also aimed to
explore types and sources of information on EVD, opinion on information of EVD, knowledge
of EVD and attitude toward EVD prevention. There were also investicated perception on
threat appraisal and perception on coping response toward EVD as well as EVD prevention
behavior. The relationship between perception factors and EVD prevention behavior was
investigated.

This study was conducted by a mixed research using the convergent parallel design.
Quantitative research was conducted through descriptive and analytical studies. Data was
collected through survey. Qualitative research was conducted through phenomenology
study. Focus group discussion was used to collect data.

The major study results found that

1.1 General Characteristics of Population
Most of the respondents (63.1%) were females. One-third of the respondents
(32.9%) was age between 26 to 45 years. About one-fourth of the respondents (26.3% and
25.7 %) had primary and undergraduate education respectively. Concerning occupation, 18.8
percent of the respondents were students while 18.6 percent was in agriculture. Most of the

respondents (63 %) earned income less than 10,000 baht.

1.2 The related factors and Ebola virus disease prevention behavior.

The study results found that related factors namely perception of information on
EVD. Types and sources of information on EVD, knowledge of EVD, attitude toward EVD
prevention, perception on threat appraisal, and perception on coping response of the
respondents were in medium level. Opinions on information of EVD as well as EVD

prevention behavior were in high level

1.3 The relationship between related factors and EVD prevention behavior.

The results found that perception of information on EVD, types and sources of
information on EVD had statistically different positive relationship with EVD prevention
behavior at a medium level (r = .400 .579 respectively). While Opinions on information of
EVD, knowledge of EVD, attitude toward EVD prevention, perception on threat appraisal, and
perception on coping response of the respondents had statistically different positive
relationship with EVD prevention behavior at a low level (r= .286 .117 .247 .108 and .261

respectively).
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
